Note 4; Cash

The Association maintains checking and savings accounts at Bank of America and Ridgewood
Savings Bank. Effective January 1, 2013 the FDIC insures each depositor per institution in the
amount of $250,000, which covers checking accounts, savings accounts, money market
accounts, and CD’s. The Association has not experienced any losses in such accounts. The
Association believes that these financial institutions have a strong credit rating, and it is not
exposed to any significant credit risk on cash and cash equivalents. The uninsured amounts as
of December 31, 2016 and 2015 were $134,214 and $45,274 respectively. The balance of cash
at December 31, 2016 and 2015 were as follows:
